Step 2: On-Site Training and Program Development
Once your organization decides to join as a Satellite Campus or Network Partner, NKC will work
with you to schedule an onsite visit to help with program setup, staff training, and planning.

Training agendas are adaptable to meet your organization’s needs but generally follow 
this outline:
